Awareness session and license award ceremony held in Sujawal

Criminal proceedings are proposed for Anti-Quackery, 
amendments in laws are in final stage, CEO, SHCC
Sindh Healthcare Commission (SHCC) is taking serious steps to ensure quality healthcare and 
end quackery across Sindh by proposing amendments to its act, this was said by Dr. Ahson Qavi 
Siddiqi, CEO of SHCC to the media persons today. He further informed that currently fine is the 
only penalty for quacks. However with new amendments, it was proposed to establish separate 
courts for quack like consumer courts to speed up the trails and ensure the punishment. On 
the question he informed the media that minimum 3 years’ imprisonment has been proposed 

first time in the history. He also said that we are planning to submit proposal for development of 
separate enforcement force like anti-corruption and anti-encroachment because quackery is fatal 
than these two o�ences. 

“Over the last six years, 33 FIRs have been lodged against quacks for operating clinics illegally. 
Despite these FIRs the accused individuals were released by the courts therefore we are 
introducing stricter provisions in the act. In rural areas a lack of qualified doctors has created 
a vacuum that quacks have exploited” he added. Sharing data on HCEs, Dr. Siddiqi said “We 
have registered 1636 public sector HCEs and 11750 private HCEs in Sindh province from 
2018 to 2024”. 

SHCC recently organized an awareness session and regular license award ceremony at the 
Deputy Commissioner's O�ce, Sujawal. The DC Sujawal was the chief guest of ceremony. 
District Health O�cer, healthcare providers, practitioners and other district management 
o�cials attended the event.

The awareness session aimed to educate healthcare 
professionals on best practices and gave them updates 

in the medical field. The license award ceremony recognized and honoured healthcare 
providers who have met the necessary standards and requirements. The event was a 
significant step towards promoting quality healthcare and recognizing the e�orts of 
healthcare professionals in Sujawal. 
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The SHCC successfully recruited 47 o�cers included 
Deputy Directors, Assistant Directors and graphic 
designer. These o�cers shall perform their duties in 
Head O�ce and Divisional Headquarters. 
The transparent hiring process was equaled where out of 
1,708 applicants, 1,015 candidates were shortlisted for 
a written test conducted by the National Testing Service 
(NTS). Following the test, 634 candidates qualified 
for an initial interview, and 174 were shortlisted for a 
second interview. The interview committee, comprising 
the Board of Commissioners, selected the final 47 
candidates. The Directorate of Human Resources 
and Administration completed this rigorous six-month 
recruitment process within a short span of time and mark 
a significant achievement.

The Directorate of Complaints at the Sindh Healthcare 
Commission has achieved significant milestones during 
the quarter. A total of 13 new complaints were formally 
registered with the Directorate of Complaints during the 
reported quarter. Timely disposed of complaint increase 
the confidence of both parties, said by Dr. Faiza Irum 
Bhutto, Director Complaint.

The Directorate successfully disposed of six 
complaints, ensuring timely resolution and redressal 
of grievances. Additionally, two complaints were 
withdrawn by the complainants.

18 inspections during the quarter.

These visits underscore SHCC's commitment to fostering e�ective 
partnerships, ensuring compliance with healthcare standards, and 
monitoring performance. After driving continuous improvement, SHCC 
aims to enhance healthcare outcomes across the sector.

The delegation comprised with o�cers of SHCC attended a Training of 
Trainers (ToT) session on Tobacco Control at local hotel, Karachi. The 
comprehensive training session focused on the framework of the Pakistan 
Tobacco Control Cell Sindh (PTCCS) Mission, increasing knowledge and 
skills of SHCC o�cers for ensuring compliance with national and provincial 
tobacco control legislation. They were also trained to conduct public 
education campaigns to raise awareness about tobacco related health risks.
The session emphasized the importance of collaboration with other organizations to strengthen tobacco control e�orts and 
provide resources and support for smoking quit programs.

Key activities undertaken by the directorate included 
inspections, warnings, re-seals, compliance actions, and 
follow-ups aimed to ensure public health and safety.
